
How to Register:
1. Online Registration: You can register and pay online at 

www.camptohiglo.org, starting Feb 1st. 

2. Registration forms can also be downloaded from our 

website, then printed and mailed to the registrar.

3. For those mailing their registration, forms must be 

postmarked by the corresponding date to get the early-bird 

discounts.

4. Forms/deposit are sent TO THE REGISTRAR, not the camp. 

Make checks payable to Camp Tohiglo.

5. Parents will receive an acceptance email from the Dean for 

their week of camp.

6. Parents/Guardians will need to “register”/check-in with their 

camper(s) in-person on the Sunday of their week of camp, 

between 2:00-4:00pm. There they will find out their cabin 

assignment, check-in with the Dean, Registrar, and the 

Nurse for that week. 

Cost
Overnight Camp is $260 per week. (see our website for 2023 

pricing & discounts). Day Camp is $240 per week. For 

scholarship information see our website.

• Campers are expected to stay the entire week except for 

sickness or emergency at home.

• Campers with any symptoms of illness during camp will be 

sent home and will not be able to return.

Camp 

Tohiglo is available for use by other churches and religious 

organizations for rental for activities such as picnics, retreats and 

conferences, staff retreats, or home-school outings.

• A large multi-purpose building with a commercial kitchen 

can host meals & banquets or be used for indoor activities 

or group meetings.

• The Upper Room which holds up to 100 people is ideal for 

group meetings.

• 9 cabins & 8 motel rooms complete with heat/AC and joining 

bathrooms - can house more than 200 people.

• 3 Auxiliary Cabins with nearby bathhouse/restrooms
